During February a T-V commercial was filmed at the Log House.

March saw us on a bus trip to Savannah, Georgla, and having our bus borrowed
overnight for a joy ride by persons unknown who were apparently over-celebra-
ting St. Patrick's Day. Also on March we had a mini-one-day trip to the Cin-
cinnatl Historical Socliety, the Cincinnati Art Museum and Carey Cottage.

The spring cleaning of the Log House attracted many willing workers who had
the place in tin top shape for the Spring Opening on April 7.

May 4th and 5th saw us on a two day trip to Marietta, Ohio, and a visit to
Campus Martius and the Fenton Glass Works.

The annual plant sale was well attended and turnéd 1in a profit of better than—
$200.00.

During the spring the roofs of the corn crib and barn were repalred and paint-
ed and & new roof was put on the shed/kitchen. New gutters were installed on
the brick house and painting was done in the basement. The contractor started
hand splitting the white cak shingles and applying them to the roof of the
Log House and also repairing and replacing the chinking between the logs. The
parking lots were repaired and resurfaced and a new split rall fence w as put
put up along the parking lot.

Fioneer Day on June 16th was well received and a lot of interest was shown
as well as a profit of almost $60.00.

The Secretary reported a paid membership of U441l members.

At the July plenic/meeting the mortgage on the property was burned.

The August trip to the Showboat was attended by a busload of members. Other
members made & trip on the Delta Queen, although 1t was not a Soclety spon-

sored event.
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A booklet telling of the a ctivities of the Scciety during the past ten

years, listing the current members names and the monthly programs was pub- .
lished. e

A one day trip took in the Taft Home, the Taft Museum and Christ Church in

an interesting and informative tour.

The Hepository Committee (newly nsmed the Accessions Committee) has spent
hours and hours of work in surveying, listing and cataloging our pesseslions.
The Country Store was a tremendous success, despite the weather. The atten-
dance and recelpts were the best ever. The net figure was almost $8000.

The cistern at the brick house was drained and a door and window were cut
into the walls. A wood floor, carpeted; a drop ceilings wall paneling: lights
and heat were installed and now we have an attractive and usable office/lib-
rary/research room that we have needed very much.

The Christmas Open House was an outstanding success, takling in well over

$800, which proves that our members are aware as to just what people want

to buy.

All the repairs and improvements of the property have been accomplis hed by
the use of current funds. The mortgage on the property has been paid off and
