On the day of interment a chartered 
combtua t:tou cat .--ol"~mrl"n teru'r15an-"1rai1'.~hiy~ anaT"ermina'"l Company ( the "Blacfi: Line 11 )' 
stopped in front of the family home. The casket was loaded in the bag,;age compart­
ment of the car and the mourners took their places in the }Jassenr,er section. The 
traction car followed the normal route, out Eastern and Kellogg, up Salem and 
Heers to the "Y" at Beechmont where it waited while the eraveside services were 
held in the cemetery. The passengers then reboarded the trolley and were returned 
to the East Bnd.
