ACCESSIONS - ALNOLA STIMPERT 
The Society recently received a unique gift from Jeanne Langdon and Ann Langdon 
Swanson of five early Shaker chairs that were used in the original Mt. Washington 
grade school. The chairs are fastened together with a wide board that covers the 
worn seats, giving the appearance of a bench. This could have been used as a 
recitation bench. (Ed's note: Is it possible that the school board, even in those 
days, lacked the rroney to repair th 7 seats or to replace the ch~ir~~;h a bench. 
Any other ideas as to why those chairs were fastened together with aboard?) 

A very old knapping hammer, a gift from Mildred Langdon, was presented to the Society 
by Ruth Walters, by way of Dorothy Agee. Ruth explained that the hand wrought, 
round head attached to a worn handle, was used for working leather. 

A recent purchase from the Langdon Estate sale is a very old, four iron wheeled, 
single tongue cart, listed as a Dog Cart. The Accessions Committee sees this as a 
nostalgic addition and a decorative accession to go along with the sled and drum, 
especially at our Christmas Open House.

The William's Hamilton County Directory, dated 1887, gives the location of Anderson 
Township and lists the localities within the Township, namely, Cluff, Cedar POint, 
Fruit Hill, Sweet Wine, Cherry Grove, Forestville, Mt. Washington, Newtown and 
California. The population, according to the census of 1880, was 4,154. The names 

- ofeTeven-1ndividuals were lTsted as Township-Officers and represem:ea-a-broad -="""--==-- ~ -1 
spectrum of occupations. For instance, Matthew Crotty owned a hame (an item of 
harness) factory; Henry Hildebrandt was proprietor of the Forest House Hotel; 
John Lemon was "overseer of the poor"; Clinton Corbly was a farmer; Jacob Kuhn had 
a barber shop; David Garrett built houses; George Jones, a farmer; August Crance, 
a retired grape grower; Charles Durham, a laborer; Samuel Ellis, an engineer and 
Abe Jones, a carpenter. 

Also listed in the Directory is Twelve Mile House, owned by Joseph Prudant; Maddus & 
-Weil,._s blacksmith sfiop;7ffihn' s-generllstore; Sneldon' s general store-;crance 's Winery. 

Anyone have any information on any of the places listed? Research committee would 
like to hear from y~u. At the October meeting of ATHS, Mr. Dave Meeks, president 
of California Community Council gave a very informative talk on the efforts of the 
Council to revitalize that community. Most of the historical information on California 
came from ATHS Research Department. Mr. Meeks is begging for any pictures, articles, 
stories of California.
