The tree waa ■lated for r•■oval to allow 
for ace••• to a 42 acre subdivision in the 
area. Loc■l proteat■ have probably ■avltd 

the tr .. , but a lovely old ho■e ■ay be 
sacrificed in■tead. Th• trN i• reported 
to be the second oldest tr•• of it■ kind 
in the ■tat• and one of the last of the 
"forest priNval" that covered Ohio before 
it waa opened to white nttlera.
