Jack Massey, Log House Commitiee Chair-
person, reported to the membership about
the difficulties in locating a contractor
vith log cabin expertise. However, after
much searching the Heritage Restoration
Company has been contacted and &
consultation revealed that our Log House
needs immediate replacement of ihe roof.

The roof which was applied in the 70s has
bowed and warped and the shingles were a
little too short. As a result daylight
can be seen in several spots and there are
numerous leaks. Recent rainfall has
caused some problems, but no permanent
damage to the cabin as yet. The 83, 950
figure includes removal of the pld roof,
repairing the sheathing, 15# telt or rosin

paper, a metal drip edge and 18" sawn red
cedar shingles. These shingles are longer
than the ones previously used. The

difference in color from the white oak
vill be noticeable only in the beginning.
After a year the veathering regults in the
same lovely, wuted grey coloring. Work
ghould be complete by the end of June.

The log repair estimate includes replacing
the face of the worst logs, cleaning the
gurface of the remaining logs, chinking
repair and application of sealant to the
outside of the cabin. The cost, hovever,
is based on actual hours of vork not a
firm estimate. The Society will be
notified if the damage is worse than
expected and no work vwill be done beyond
the original figure without notification.
