THE GARDEN PROJECT – By Betty Reagan 
 
Since I am now responsible for the transformation of the 
garden next to the Log House, I wanted to update you on 
the progress and some of the plans to date.   
 
We have removed the diseased crabapple tree, trimmed 
bushes, transplanted a dozen or more clumps of ferns 
and killed out poison ivy that was growing all over 
creation.  We’ve also cleaned out accumulated road trash 
and cleaned up the iris and rose beds.    
 
We don’t plan to re-create a formal garden – it’s 
inappropriate for this area and high maintenance too 
(which we’re trying to get away from).  What we do plan 
is a more natural area, complimented by groupings of 
plants such as cleome and cosmos.  Cleome was the 
darling of mid-19th century gardeners and it can take the 
heat, humidity and dry spells of hot summers.   It reseeds 
itself and is native to the Americas.  Cosmos is another 
old-fashioned favorite that blends well with the cleome.   
Shasta daisies, golden yarrow and orange daylilies, all 
tough perennials, will be grouped together and should 
provide bright bursts of color to compliment the silvery 
gray of the Log House.  Various medicinal and culinary 
herbs will be included.   We already have a nice 
collection of peonies, which just need to be reorganized.   
All of this will take place over a long period of time.   
“Inch by inch, anything is a cinch.”   But, if any of you 
would like to speed things up, give me a call.   I never 
turn down help.  Betty (232-8494). 
 
 
LOG HOUSE SLATED FOR CHIMNEY REPAIRS 
 
For many years we have been unable to build a fire in 
the log house since the fire always seems to smoke.   
Karl Mattes, an expert on chimney and fireplaces tells us 
we have several problems, which contribute to the 
dilemma.  (1) the fire if probably starved for oxygen – 
when the cabin was build, it did not have plaster on the 
walls, storm doors, etc.   Air to fuel the fire infiltrated 
through cracks in the house and helped it draw  (2)  the 
height of the fireplace opening is too tall for the width of 
the chimney (flue) – this robs the fire of “draft”.  In 
other words, not enough air is pulled up the chimney so 
the smoke tends to drift out into the room.   His solution 
to the problem is to raise the hearth of the fireplace 8-10 
inches and face the new raised hearth with stones, which 
will match the existing hearth.   This will shorten the 
distance from the fire to the flue & help the  “draw”.   
 
In addition, the damper has rusted through and we have 
no way to seal off and keep warm air from going up the 
chimney and cold air from coming down.  We have 
placed plastic and wood over the top of the chimney on 
the outside to help prevent heat loss and to keep the 
critters out in the winter.  The bid for chimney repairs 
also includes a screened top for the outside, tuck 
pointing & mortar repair.    Total costs for these repairs 
is around $1300.   Call Al Wettstein if you have any 
questions regarding this project.   It will be done in the 
spring, as soon as weather permits.
