LEAKING CABIN ROOF BEING REPLACED 
 
The Board approved emergency replacement of the roof 
on the log cabin with cedar shingles.  Expert roofers 
Dennis & Ralph Burns of Backwoods Builders, who 
replaced the roof on the Loveland Historical Society log 
house, have started removing the old rotten shingles, 
replacing boards and will be close to finishing the new 
roof on the cabin.  Mr. Burns will also install old, 
salvaged half round gutters, which will be wired on – in 
keeping with the structure.  Cost: $10,000. 
 
Repairs made to the roof by Lynn Bellamy last fall, 
helped us make it through the winter, but in less than a 
year, we would have been endangering the integrity of 
the cabin.  The Board considered upcoming events, such 
and the mother-daughter tea in May, summer open 
houses from June to October, and our September 
Country Store AND considered the fact that an expert in 
cedar shingle cabin roofing was readily available, they 
decided an emergency expenditure was warranted.  
 
Our old roof had deteriorated due to 2 major factors: (1) 
the wrong type of cedar shakes (siding shakes, rather 
than roofing shingles) was used, and (2) black felt 
roofing paper applied between the sheathing and the 
shingles, while an absolute MUST in a regular roof, did 
not allow the shingles to “breathe”, causing premature 
rotting of the shingles – hence leaking occurred in both 
the middle room and the enclosed porch areas.  
 
A PROMISE KEPT – OUTHOUSE IS REPAIRED 
 
Thanks to Lynn Bellamy & Ed Motz the outhouse was 
turned around with Ed’s forklift and Lynn has repaired 
the roof, floor, seat and other deteriorating aspects of the 
structure.   An old Sears catalog for the interior will add 
a finishing touch.   Bev Robinson our tour guide 
coordinator is delighted to have the outhouse ready for 
the children’s tours.  This was an oft-requested project 
by the late Jane King.   "Jane, dear, we’ve finally done 
it!  Hope you’re smiling down upon us.”
