• The Board has again approved the disbursement of 3 
Marjorie Frame Historian Awards  - $150 honorariums 
for an outstanding history student at  Turpin, Anderson, 
& McNicholas High Schools. 

 There is still no official news about transferring the 
Hartman (Makepeace) property to ATHS, although the 
Park Board had stated that they will not accept the 
property with the caviat that it remain a park. According 
to Al Wettstein, no such restriction will apply to ATHS’s 
ownership.   

 Work Party at the Brick House -  Bob Radcliffe 
organized a work party to clean out the storage area of the 
brick house basement on May 17. 

 Log House Roof – no progress has been made with 
scheduling repair of the leaking roof. 

 The ATHS Board approved the cutting of trees on the 
hill above the brick house to prevent damage from falling 
limbs (and worse). 

 The Board is looking into getting  prices for a “tar and 
chip” surface on the ATHS parking lot, rather than the 
proposed blacktop.  This does not need to be sealed each 
year, provides a very durable surface and will look more 
rustic and fit with the cabin.
