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Unveiling Ceremony of the Ohio Historical 
Marker for the Miller-Leuser Log House 

On Sunday, June 5, 2011, we unveiled the Ohio 
Historical Marker commemorating the Miller-Leuser 
Log House. 
 
The marker states that on April 2, 1796, Ichabod 
Benton Miller purchased 440 acres in Anderson 
Township. The log house that Miller built on his 
property about 1796 was occupied for more than 
170 years until the Anderson Township Historical 
Society purchased the building in 1971. The log 
house is located on its original site and is one of the 
few surviving structures built by the pioneers who 
settled the Ohio River Valley in the late 1700s. 
 
For the last 40 years the Society has worked 
vigorously to preserve and maintain the property 
and to use it as a teaching site for visitors and 
school classes. Its national importance was 
recognized as it was added to the National Register 
of Historic Places in 1974. The Ohio Historical 
Marker draws new attention to this historic gem.  
 
Administered by the Ohio Historical Society, the 
Historical Markers Program enables Ohioans to 
commemorate and celebrate local history and to 
learn about the state. Designated to be permanent 
and highly visible, the historic markers are large 
cast-aluminum signs that tell stories about aspects 
of Ohio’s history. See the “Remarkable Ohio” 
website, at www.remarkableohio.org.  
 
We are grateful to the Ohio Historical Society and 
the Gladys Wittmeyer Knox Foundation for the 
grants that funded the marker. 
 
The ceremony was led by William Dreyer, 
President, ATHS, as he welcomed the crowd. Al 
Robinson presided over the raising of the flag and 
the Pledge of Allegiance. The invocation was 
graciously given by ATHS member Robert Greer.

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FROM THE COLLECTIONS:  
A Breakfast Hike: Labor Day, 1922 
 
What are you planning for Labor Day this year? 
Perhaps this 1922 diary entry from Thelma Widman 
Heflin will inspire you.  
 
In February 1922 Thelma's parents gave her a 
journal, A Girl's Graduation Days – a Chronicle, in 
which she could record the events of her senior 
year at Withrow High School. Thelma wrote in the 
journal faithfully and pasted in photographs and 
souvenirs. The journal and other items were given 
to the ATHS in recent years.   
 

Labor Day 1922 -- We got up at 5 o'clock in the 

morning when it was yet dark. We walked to 

the Catholic Cemetery, singing almost all the 

way, and there watched the sun rise – It was 

beautiful. We hiked over Patterson road to 

Cluff and cooked breakfast on Cluff Creek. 

Mildred Bound made the cocoa, Christina 

Nielsen fried the eggs and Gertrude Moore 

fried the bacon. Yum yum. After breakfast the 

girls went in wading. The other two girls in the 

picture are Jeannette Kerr and Stella Malott. 

Jeannette and Mildred wore their socks rolled 

on our way home.
