Enjoy an afternoon to take a leisurely tour of the
Miller-Leuser Log House and to see the Browne
farm house, the Hornschemeier house and barns
on the ATHS property on Bartels Road just above
the Log House. This special afternoon for members
offers a chance to see the progress made to
maintain and restore these properties and to
examine the projects that need attention and future
work. Highlights include the upstairs children’s
room in the Browne farmhouse and the furnishings
of the Hornshemeier house donated by long-time
ATHS members Edwina and Wilbur Rees. You can
walk the mulched trails on the hillside, see the
interior of the “Big Red Barn” and view the
established asparagus patch and surrounding
gardens. Punch and cookies will be served.

Although remodeled over the years, the farmhouse
dates from about 1906 when the Bartels family
owned the land. The Browne family purchased the
house in the early 1950s. The Hornschemeier
house was built by Bill Hornshemeier and his wife
Martha Leuser in 1949. The concrete block
construction of this sturdy family home was
characteristic of a building style in use after World
War Il when lumber was in short supply.

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A Learning Experience

On Thursday, May 17, 2012, one hundred third-
graders with their four teachers and twenty-eight
chaperones walked down Bartels Road from the
Mercer Elementary School to visit our Log House.
The tour guides were ready. Thanks to Sue
Wettstein the bell rang at ten-minute intervals,
signaling the student groups to move to the next
area. Don Perry noted our Ohio Historical Marker,
some construction facts as well as the difference
between a log cabin and a log house. Mary Lou
Van Eman astounded the listeners with tales of the
need for corn cobs, an old Sears catalog or some
large leaves from plants near the outhouse.
Brenda Greer and Lucy Moore shared many uses
of the furniture and tools in the front room. Linda
Jacobs pointed out the old-fashioned bathtub,
kitchen utensils and the laundry tub next to a
wringer. “Sleep tight and don’t let the bed bugs bite”
is a phrase originating with rope beds and straw-
filled mattresses explained Diane Schneider in the
upstairs bedrooms. Linda Magee described the
supplies that would have been stored in cellar in
the days before electricity. She also emphasized
our recent restoration efforts to stabilize the Log
House with new supports located in the cellar.

Remarks in the thank you notes sent by the
children indicate that they gained a new
appreciation of history. Here are a few quotes from
the thank you notes. - Diane Schneider

“Dear Ms. Wettstein -- Thank you for all you have
done at the log cabin. Like taking some time off to
dress up in pioneer clothes and teach us. Thank
you for ringing the bell which must have been very
heavy. You could have stayed home and watched
TV or you could have went for a stroll in the park
and all your other favorite things. But instead you
went to the log cabin and worked there without
being payed. Thank you for doing that just to
provide education at the log cabin about pioneers in
the old times. | hope you will do this again
sometime soon.” - Mrs. Smith’s 3" grade class

“Dear Mr. Perry -- | enjoyed the log house. The way
you explained the building. | learned facts | didn’t
know before 9:20. It is amazing that it took 3 to 4
days to make a house. | can'’t believe it is 214 years
old. I am glad | got to come.” - Theo

“Dear Mrs. Van Eman -- Thank you for showing us
the outhouse and the barn. The outhouse was a
little disgusting but the barn was great. | had so
much fun.” - Gianna

“Dear Mrs. Schneider -- Thank you for volunteering
to teach us. | learned that they used to have pegs
instead of stairs. | can’t believe that they made up

“Sleep tight and don’t let the bed bugs bite!” |
thought that the chamber pot was weird. | also
learned that they did not have a lot of clothes. |
loved the log house.” - Katherine

“‘Dear Mrs. Jacobs -- | learned 4 things. They
shared bath water. The place was 214 years old.
They had no microwave. The cellar was their fridge.
Thank you again for showing us the kitchen and
bath tub.” - Meredith

‘Dear Mrs. Jacob -- We really enjoyed learning
from you at the Miller-Leuser house. Our class
learned fascinating facts like that the whole family
bathes in the same water. The person who
invented the pie chamber must be clever to find a
solution to preserve pies like that. | liked the way
you taught us.

It really surprises us that so many
people would volunteer to help us learn, even
though you don’t even know who we are!

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Excitement Intense! 150 Years Ago
From the Private Journal of W. T. Matthews

Among the treasures of the ATHS collections is a
set of journals kept for 37 years by William Thomas
Matthews (1832-1887). These journals were
inherited by his granddaughter Lucy Houser (1902-
1986), a long-time resident of Mt. Washington and
an active member of ATHS. Mr. Matthews and his
family lived just across the Little Miami River on
Railroad Street in the village of Columbia. He was
the railroad agent for the Little Miami Railroad and
later the CG&P Railroad. He was educated in the
local schools, read widely, held very strong political
opinions and served as tax collector, postmaster,
notary public, school board member, village
recorder and township clerk at various times.
Reading his daily comments from the summer of
1862 brings the turbulent times of the Civil War
alive for us today. Can you imagine how it felt to
think that any day Confederate troops might be
storming across the Ohio River and seizing control
of Cincinnati?

Sunday July 13, 1862 Nice Day — Great excitement in
the city — raising troops for 10 days to drive Morgan out
of Ky.

Wednesday, July 16, 1862 Great Stir now about raising
Troops — Good deal of talk of drafting.

Friday, July 25, 1862 Great exertions made now to
procure recruits for the 30,000 men last called for by the
President. Serious talk of drafting — if our men that are
now in the field was used right & not put to conciliating &
guarding Rebel property the force would be sufficient for
all practical purposes in subduing the Rebels.

Monday, July 28, 1862 Hot Day — The enroliment of the
militia of the State of Ohio commences. It is my opinion
that it is preparatory to ordering a Draft — which certainly
would never have had to been resorted to but for the
conciliatory and rose water Policy that the Government
has pursued. (coupled with the Criminality of keeping G.
B. McClellan in command.)

Tuesday, July 29, 1862 Hot Day — One year ago the
guestion was How can we save the nation, now after 18
months of fighting, the question -- can it be saved? |
think NOT without Freedom to the Slave.

Friday, August 1, 1862 Nice Day — Great war meeting in
Cincinnati last night.

Tuesday, August 5, 1862 Rain this A.M. Order issued
by the Secretary of War to Draft 30,000 more men for 9
months immediately.

Saturday, August 9, 1862 Very hot last night, could not
sleep hardly. An order issued forbidding any person
liable to Draft from leaving the State or county in which
they are in until after the Draft — and another one that
any person saying or doing anything against the
government is to be arrested.

Wednesday, August 20, 1862 Hot & Dry. Epm Davis to
the war one year ago today - long since he has been
sleeping the sleep that knows no waking. Peace to his
remains. 2 trainloads of soldiers went down today.
Monday, Sept. 1, 1862 Appearance of rain — Great
suspense & anxiety about the War News. The Governor
of Kentucky called out her Militia today.

Tuesday, Sept. 2, 1862 Quite cool this morning —
Cincinnati, Newport and Covington put under Martial
Law and Great Excitement — no business done. The
Rebels are about to attack Cincinnati and Covington.
Wednesday, Sept. 3, 1862 Greatest excitement — a
company of Soldiers guarding the curve of the railroad —
guartering in the Station house. 6 train loads of soldiers
passed down.

Thursday, Sept. 4, 1862 Excitement intense. The
Company have put a man armed to every mile of the
track -- great amount of trains carrying soldiers.

Friday, Sept. 5, 1862 Hot day -- Great Excitement —
Cincinnati Times suppressed by Lew Wallace. Men
coming in from the interior with their own guns and
ammunition. No trains but for the soldiers running.
Saturday, Sept. 6, 1862 Dry & Hot. | had to Stand
Guard on the Road last night — | went on Guard Duty on
the Railroad in a Militia Company for the emergency.
Monday Sept. 8, 1862 Nice rain this AM. Went to Red
Bank to guard the Road.

Tuesday, Sept. 9, 1862 Hot — stood guard last night.

Wednesday, Sept. 10, 1862 My 30 Birth Day & perhaps
the last one | will ever see — May | be prepared — on
guard last night. Great excitement — we, | mean, our
Company had to go to Camp Mclain 4 miles above
California & come back. Excitement intense.
Thursday, Sept. 11, 1862 Hot & Some rain — Our
Company ordered & went into Camp Mclain above
California — Rebels about to attack Cincinnati sure.
Friday, Sept. 12, 1862 Returned from Camp to Guard
the Road again.
Sunday, Sept. 14, 1862 Hot Day — | was on duty last
night. Rail Road men exempt from this kind of Military
Duty but | wanted to do some good so | went in &
shouldered my musket with the rest.
Monday, Sept. 15, 1862 Hot. | resumed my place on the
Road again.
Tuesday, Sept. 16, 1862 Hot Day. Spencer Guards had
to go up to Camp Mclain again — Mr. R Bromley sent me
my Exemption notice from Militia service - he has my
Thanks.
Wednesday, Sept. 17, 1862 Hot & dry. Good news from
McClellan's army in Maryland today.

Tuesday, Sept. 23, 1862 Hot dry day — The President
issued his Proclamation that Jan 1% 1863 all slaves
should be Free men — | am well pleased therewith. Great
excitement of Louisville. The Rebel Gen. Bragg
threatened said city. | like the proclamation very much —
| take back all my hard words about Old Abe.

Note: In August 1862 Confederate General Bragg
directed an invasion of Kentucky. Confederate Kirby
Smith’s forces captured Frankfort and Lexington and
headed to Cincinnati. Union General Lewis Wallace was
sent to organize its defense. An outpouring of some
60,000 volunteers streamed into the city, the men known
as the “Squirrel Hunters,” for they “never have to shoot
at the same squirrel twice.” Wallace directed a pontoon
bridge built across the Ohio River and fortifications were
hastily constructed across northern Kentucky. About
8,000 Confederates approached and then, in view of the
Union defensive line, withdrew. If you would like to read
the details of the defense of Cincinnati in September
1862, see the excellent account presented on the
Cincinnati Civil War Roundtable website,
www.cincinnaticwrt.org.
